Proposal for Daycare 1993/94

Last years 1992/93 Daycare subsidy was $10 000. $3 150 was used by the parents
in off-setting the cost of the daycare. The daycare has increased enrollment over the
past few months. At the Richmond campus it may be feasible that the daycare could
have up to 18 children. If this is the situation then the need for subsidy will increase
from $10 000 to $12 600 (April 1, 93 to March 31, 94).

At the Langley campus, the cost estimated for daycare will be appronmately
$6 150 (April 1, 93 to March 31, 94). In September 1992, there were six single parent
students who had enrolled their children in the Richmond daycare. In April 1993, there
were eleven students using the daycare facility.

-I would request that the executive consider supporting the Richmond campus
daycare and Langley campus daycare again this fiscal year. Brigette Peter Cherneff has
requested $18 750 to be allocated to both campuses. However, I would like to see the
subsidies increased to $75-100 per month. If we are to subsidize by $75 we will need to
allocate $28 125. If we subsidize by $100 we will need $37 500. Please take inta accrunt
