Challenge to the minutes (April 29, 1993) - The Student Association received a challenge
to the minutes from a student. The student stated that guests were not listed, when
guests spoke their points were not included in the minutes. Further when the executives
left the meeting, it was not stated in the minutes. There was no discussion quoted in the
minutes except for Pub Night and the Challenge positions. It was not sufficient
information of what took place at the meeting. The student requested that the minutes
from this meeting and all future meetings be done properly and with more explanation.
Mike D says that the complaints are very valid. Sean says that in the past we were able
to go back over a year’s minutes and gather a lot of information and evidence against a
former executive because explanations were provided. It is very important to convey the
feeling of what went on in the meeting.

Dana says she takes full responsibility for the minutes. She had never done them before
and she did them to the best of her ability. Dana states that the complaint of executives
leaving and not being listed in the minutes, was because they were not appointed
executives yet. Sean says that if someone was to read through those minutes, they would
be misled as to what happened at that meeting.

Mike D says we should be appreciative that it has been brought up now earlier than later
in the year.

Complaints about the unavailable executives at the Richmond campus - the students
cannot use the library services unless they have pictures, and no one has been there to
take the pictures for the student cards. Somebody needs to be in the office as much as
possible. Dana says that they still have tentative summer hours, until they can be sure of
when they can be in the office. Hours will be posted as soon as possible.

Tape Recorder and Tapes - Mel requests that the KCSA buy their own tape recorders
and taped as she needs hers back.
