They have available a 
hotline number for anyone who has questions regarding their loan. But when 
you call the number it just hangs up on you. Tyler suggests the system is 
probably just overloaded. Mike D says that it is a real hassle and at is 
impossible to get through. Tyler says that it is an inconvenience to the 
students, but the way they see it is saving money for the tax payers. Mike 0 
says that they should have had a system where you are put on hold and 
guaranteed assistance when available instead of hanging up on you which is 
just rude. 
Mike E also adds that regarding the student loans, some new policies will be 



implemented in the future that could really hurt some students. Mike E says 
that they learned of these new qualification changes at the ACCC Conference. 
Be'fore it was possible to get a loan with a few C01JrSeS, but now a full course 
load of three or four courses will be required. At the ACCC Conference this 
was a major priority iSSIJe for the students. Tyler suggests that we can not 
resolve anything here, so we should look into who is responsible for this and 
get some more information and discuss it later..
